Work together to come up with fun farm inventions. Work individually to create own annotated design.
	Children develop designing skills, including generating and developing ideas, clarifying a task, design proposals, communicating ideas, planning and evaluating.

	Literacy: Instructions (2 weeks)
	Worksheet 2: Nanny McPhee’s Five Lessons

Discuss the need for rules and go over school and class rules.

Reflect on Nanny McPhee’s five rules.

Demonstrate how a Nanny McPhee ‘lesson plan’ might look.

Talk about the need to take responsibility for own actions. Children to identify an area that they need help with in terms of behaviour. They are to come up with a lesson plan for their own particular rule.
